. You cannot know that you really believe, until you can
say “I have it, (Eternal Life)”.

. A man cannot know he is saved, until he believes in
Eternal Security.

. Since the Gospel and Eternal Security is the same, If a
person doesn’t believe in Eternal Security , they don’t
believe the Gospel!

Therefore:

A Lordship Salvation, which teaches you must make Christ the Lord
of your life to be saved, is not true. Mark 12:28-31 shows that this
is law. This teaches you must promise to start being good.

B. Repent of your sins, which is taught as turning from your bad
deeds to be saved is not true. Luke 13:1
This teaches that you must promise to stop being bad.

	a. The Lord will is in the midst
